As an ECB focus club, Windsor CC are striving to raise the profile of the sport in the local area by offering the best facilities and coaching for development of young cricketers. The target is to make the already popular colts section the best in the area.  
Club President Tony Monk, the driving force behind the project, said of the opening: “This event marks the culmination of a lot of hard work put in by many of the members of the cricket club. All of the fund-raising and administrative work that has been undertaken has greatly benefited both the club and the local community.” He continued by stating the clubs ambitious plans: “The opening though marks the start of the next chapter, as we work towards our target of encouraging more and more players, young and old, to take up the sport. We now have the facilities to offer this and will work now to further improve our already substantial coaching system.” 
To help commemorate the event and as a sign of sporting solidarity, Barclays have allowed the Football Premier League Trophy to be on display at the club during Sunday 23rd August. This will allow spectators of the President’s Day match to have their photo taken with the trophy whilst the game is in play.
